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Out of the starting blocks!

Well, what a flying start to life in New Zealand! In my
first month as National Director I have spent 5 days
at Diocesan synods, met six Bishops, attended the
commissioning of a friend from UK as a Baptist pastor,
attended a gathering of the AFFIRM council, taken
part in two Church Army conferences — New Zealand
and Australia - taken 5 flights, and driven hundreds of
kilometres! Add in the small matter of moving across
the world, setting up home, arranging bank accounts
etc., and you will see it has been a busy time.

The CANZ conference was, of course, a real highlight.
To be in the company of people committed to
evangelism is always a thrill - people who have a
sound theological base, but who are activists at heart.
It was exciting to hear numerous stories of lives being
transformed by the Good News we seek to both live out
and proclaim. My experience has been that most New
Zealanders are more than willing to talk about spiritual
things - the young man sorting my cell phone talked of
his desire to live, not just exist — and how God fitted in
to that; the couple showing me my motel room, having
opted out of the increasingly manic rat race they

had found themselves trapped in, and trying

to find a balance to life — and how they were

searching for a deeper meaning to life...I could

go on and on! The tragedy is that few of these
people see the church as the place to go for
answers. I wonder how
we have managed to
take the most dynamic,
life transforming, earth
shattering Good News
ever, and make it sound
boring, lifeless, dull and
irrelevant?

My personal highlight
so far in NZ has been
a visit to Marsden
Cross, the site of the
first Christian service
conducted in New
Zealand on Christmas
Day 1814. I was
thrilled to discover that
Marsden was a fellow
Yorkshireman (and his
wife came from Hull,
my home city!). Part of
the missional genius of
Samuel Marsden seems
to me to have been
that he spent years
preparing the ground
in readiness for the
sowing of the Gospel.

He welcomed Maori visitors to his home in Parramatta,
getting to know their language and ways, and seeing
how Europeans could genuinely enrich the lives of the
established people of New Zealand. He arrived in New
Zealand with Ruatara as his right hand man, increasing
the likelihood of a warm welcome.

Church Army will seek to work in partnership with any
who wish to share the Good News of Jesus. We do so
readily acknowledging that local knowledge is key in
reaching local people - while we can bring our own
experience and expertise as Church Army evangelists.
We have no interest in building our own kingdom, but
only in bringing in God’s Kingdom. We long to support,
encourage and equip evangelists wherever they are,
walking alongside them in their ministry.

My sense is that 2014 (the 200th anniversary of
Marsden’s arrival) could be a pivotal year in the
short history of this nation. (That is a massive
statement - so please read it again). I believe God is
calling the Christian Church in New Zealand to stand
together, to lay aside our disputes and divisions, and to
make 2014 a year of continual, multi-faceted mission
and evangelism so that every single person in the
country has a number of opportunities to hear and
respond to the Gospel of Christ, and to personally
experience the love of God. If this is to happen,
then like Revd Samuel Marsden, we need to
pray, listen to God, plan
carefully, and move
forward in unity.

I have been in New
Zealand less than a
month, and I do not
have a direct line to God
- so please spend time
in prayer, and let me
know what you hear God
saying - particularly with
regard to the paragraph
above.

Bless you for your
partnership in the Gospel
we proclaim. I genuinely
believe that exciting
times lie ahead of us,
and I pray that Church
Army New Zealand will
be at the heart of the
action.



Printed below is Archbishop David Moxon'’s
sermon based on 2 Timothy 2: 15, 23-26
which was preached at the Welcome and
Licensing Service of Captain Phil Clark.

It is a privilege and a joy to be here as this
new chapter begins for the Church Army
in Aotearoa New Zealand. I have a great
respect for the work of Captain Peter Lloyd
as the out-going Church Army Director
and I would like to use part of this time to
convey my deep thanksgiving for what the
Church Army represents and has achieved
in these islands.

While I haven’t met Phil Clark before

now, I know of the calibre and quality of
Church Army personnel from many years
experience. The Church Army, through
the ministry of Capt. Peter Allfrey has
worked in a number of parishes in my
Diocese, including Tokoroa, Inglewood and
Putaruru. The RunRIG programme has
also been a great success in the Taranaki
Bishopric as has the visits of Capt. Peter
Lloyd for education in evangelism. The
Wilson Carlile Resthome has long been a
feature of the Diocese of Waikato, taking
its name from the founder of the Church
Army. Those who built the home named
it after Wilson Carlile because they wanted
to express the Church Army vision of
Christian outreach and Gospel-centred
care to those in need. The Resthome was
intended for elderly people who might not
ordinarily be able to afford their facilities.

Wilson had founded Church Army mission
in 1882 for evangelism in the slums
around Westminster in London. He had

a vision of evangelical work being carried
out to those in a community who were
unlikely to be reached by the traditional
parish system, to take the Gospel deep
into the community and to share in the
things that really matter to people. He
was seeking to discover ways of creating
fresh and relevant expressions of Christian
mission on the green edge of the Kingdom
of God. He also hoped that Church Army
evangelists would largely be lay people
who came from the same socio-economic
background as the people they were
serving so one would meet the other on

a level playing field with familiarity and
authenticity.

The Church Army in Aotearoa New
Zealand has sought to keep faith with
this original founding vision in a hundred
different ways in many different places.

Therefore, let us take our text of Paul’s
Letter to Timothy at Ephesus, that we
have been given for the text this evening
and use it as a way of giving thanks for
the special character of the Church Army
ministry here that Phil Clarke is inheriting
this evening. Firstly, in 2 Timothy 2: 15
the text says that a worker for Christ
needs to be approved by God. This word
has the meaning of being tried and tested
over time, perhaps like beaten gold,
rather than having tried and failed. The
Church Army here is certainly witness to
approval by God in this sense. Having
laboured here for many decades Church
Army personnel have been tried and

tested in a variety of contexts; from youth
ministry, to parish missions, to evangelism
training events into new outreach
initiatives including the fresh expressions
movement. In particular the Church Army
has sought to adapt and grow to changing
times and contexts and has come through
with the respect and appreciation of many.

This verse also says a worker for God has
no need to be ashamed, rightly explaining
the word of truth. Here the sense is that
the worker has learned their trade well
and works consistently to good affect.
The words, the faith and the action are
consistent and the grain runs true. This
has been my experience.

Our text goes on to say in verse 23 that
the worker for God should have nothing to
do with stupid and senseless controversies
that breed quarrels. Here the intention is
that a simple, wholesome, spirit-led gospel
is preached and lived for its own sake
rather than quibbling over small details
such as the Pharisees did. In Timothy’s
day there were philosophical debates
about the nature of the resurrection of
the dead which led to false teaching about
the resurrection. Some were teaching
that marriage should be forbidden, some
foods were to be avoided and that the
resurrection of the dead had already
happened.

People were forgetting that the risen Christ
is the Living Word of God and that he, as

a personal reality, is the person we meet
through the written word of God in the
scriptures. The main thing is always to
keep the main thing as the main thing.
This has meant that the Church Army

here has been able to move across the
diversity of this Church transcending minor
differences and seeking the Gospel at the
heart of matters.

In verse 24 the worker of God is
challenged to be kindly to everyone, an
apt teacher, patient, correcting opponents
with gentleness. Here we see the special
character at the heart of an evangelist.
These qualities remind us of the fruits of
the spirit that Paul recorded in his letter to
the Galatians, Chapter 5, verses 22 to 26:

"By contrast, the fruit of the Spirit is love,
joy, peace, patience, kindness, generosity,
faithfulness, gentleness and self-control.
There is no law against such things. And
those who belong to Christ Jesus have
crucified the flesh with its
passions and desires. If

we live by the Spirit, let

us also be guided by the
Spirit. Let us not become
conceited, competing against
one another, envying one
another.”

Paul is saying to Timothy
that by this “heart” in the
worker, God will grant that
some opponents will repent
and come to know the truth
having been held by the
snare of the devil in serving
evil. Here it is clear that

it is not simply the technique for words
that the worker for God uses but the
character of the worker themselves that
commends the message. The medium

is the message; the messenger and

the message are identified with each
other and where the talk is walked then
progress is made. The Church Army

in New Zealand has always sought a
winsome and evocative heart-to-heart
approach to evangelism and to outreach.
I have always loved that description of the
evangelical moment as when the image
of God in somebody, recognises the Spirit
of Christ in somebody else. This it seems
to me has been the Gospel spirituality
we affirm this evening. There has been
no aggression or a patronising method

of conversion, but rather a clear, warm
engagement with people where they are.
This is why God has vindicated you and
brought you to this point in time, where
you are still so clearly needed.

Perhaps our Second Timothy passage was
chosen instinctively for tonight’s welcome
because it echoes the special character

of the Church Army in Aotearoa New
Zealand. Because the Church Army has
sought to be faithful to these words of
Paul to Timothy, that faithfulness has been
vindicated and is the final reason for the
abiding life and good health that we give
thanks for this evening.

The Church Army is still needed

also because from its foundation in
Westminster, it was years ahead of its
time. Itis truly a fresh expression of
the Gospel, long before that phrase was
used. Parishes still struggle with the
vocation and charism of evangelist to
this day, which is why the Church Army
is still so relevant. Parishes still struggle
with outreach beyond their borders and
congregations which is why the Church
Army is still needed today.

So Phil, this is the faith community you
enter tonight and the mission you inherit.
It is in good heart and I know it will be in
good hands. God be with you and bless
you richly in your time amongst us. We
pledge you our support, our prayer and
the hope that is in us.

Sometimes it's quiet
about 3am so that’s when we kiwis get to catch up
through facebook! Loving the dudes I'm living with,
we get to go to Hilltop on Saturdays which is where
most of the poorer people are, we get to give them
food from ‘food rescue’ and talk to them if we can.
